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Some thoughts to help you . . .
Along Your Journey in Faith

“| pray every day, Father,” a parishioner
told me, “but | often wonder if God is lis-
tening.”

Why our search for God can be tough. .
.”God is the deepest centre of myself; when
| find my truest self | will find God.” These
words by Thomas Merton reflect a truth that
most of us find uncomfortable. We find God
only by searching. But this searching can be
difficult for it mans taking a long, hard look
at ourselves.

Jesus Christ spent his life searching. “Tell
me,” He says in Matthew’s Gospel (18:12),
“suppose a man has a hundred sheep and
one of them strays; will he not leave the
ninety-nine on the hillside and go in search
of the stray?”

Jesus closely identifies Himself with this
‘good shepherd’ who isn’t happy until he has
found the lost sheep. In his own searching to
bring life to “the sheep without a shepherd’,
Jesus ended up with a very small group of
friends. It was with some of this small group
that He spent the evening of the night be-
fore He died. As Jesus opens Himself up His
friends, He tells them:

“Those who love me will keep my word, and
my Father will love them, and we will come
to them and make our home with
them.” (John 14:23)

Our search for God and God’s search for us
through Jesus Christ brings about the realiza-
tion of God’s nearness. This is the moment
when we become most truly ‘ourselves’—
when we recognize that we’re ’filled with
the utter fullness of God.” (Ephesians 3:19)
As we struggle with prayer it remains impor-
tant to keep in mind Jesus’ own understand-
ing of prayer as being at home with God and
being at home, therefore, with ourselves.

In prayer, it’s important not to lose sight of
God’s vision that we share His life to the
fullest—a vision put forward by St. Paul in
Corinthians 13:12 “Now we are seeing a dim
reflection in a mirror; but then we shall be
seeing face to face.”

@ When we pray for the dead at our Eucharistic cele-
brations, for whom are we praying?

g November, the month of All souls, is dedicated to praying for
the dead in a more focused and intentional manner. Catholics be-
lieve that praying for those who have died expresses our continual
care and concern for those no longer with us. Every Eucharistic
celebration includes a remembrance of those who have died. The
various Eucharistic prayers articulate that remembrance differently.
At times we pray simply for “those who have died,” while at other
times for “those who have died and gone before us marked with the
sign of faith.” We pray that “these and all who sleep in Christ find
in your presence light, happiness and peace.” At other times we
pray for “our brothers and sisters who have gone to their rest in the
in the hope of rising again” as we ask God to “bring them and all the
departed into the light of your presence.” We also pray for “all the
dead who faith is known to you alone.”

We do not know how people die in relationship with God. Only God
knows. But we firmly believe in God’s abundant mercy, grace and
love. So, we pray that God’s limitless mercy and love shine richly
and abundantly upon all who died. (LPi)
